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Rule Changes





The FIH has decided to formalise their recent practise and rule changes will only be introduced every two years. The next set of rules will become effective internationally on 01 January 2007 and run until December 2008.





England Hockey has decided to implement the rules in England from 01 January.





The main changes in the rules are:


a team will be permitted to play without a goalkeeper. A goalkeeper must wear a minimum of protective headwear and a differently coloured shirt (they may also wear full protective kit), if there is no such attired person then they may play with 11 outfield players but no-one will have the privileges accorded to a goal-keeper


a flick or scoop within 5m of an opponent is considered dangerous. If an opponent is clearly running in to the shot or into the attacker without attempting to play the ball with their stick they shall be penalised for dangerous play.


the rule regarding the ball hitting the person has been rewritten and is: the player only commits an offence if they voluntarily use their hand, foot or body to play the ball or if they position themselves with the intention of stopping the ball in this way


the changes that were in the middle of last season preventing hard hitting of the ball with the forehand edge of the stick have been incorporated into the rules
